Minutes from Year 2 parent zoom Q&A.

Q – PHSE really interested to know what content is shared with the kids? I understand it’s mandatory and can’t opt out.
We are conscious that the information is being given to a 6 year old.  We have just covered the Zones of Regulation.  Our next PHSE is My Happy Mind which is pitched perfect for 6/7 year olds.  Doesn’t talk about mental health in a bad way.  How feeling – what can I do to help feel calm.
Q – Do they talk about anxiety and depression?
No, all about recognising how they are feeling.  Happy Mind is about learning other techniques, mainly breathing to get back to the green zone.   
Q – Lots of information about writing, span abilities.  How are children still needing support going to get help?
TRaP explained.  Working in smaller groups can pick up early and focus on the children needing the support.  It gives us a better opportunity to pick up things that have not been understood.  Also pushing them on too.  Feel small group model strategies and put into place.  
Q – In preparation for Year 3 what do we need to do?
Over the summer term we drip feed information.  We have strong links with St Marys.  Teachers come over and we go and visit too.  We are going over next week to see Year 3.
Classes are told late on – so no panic.  There are visits and shared playtime.
Q – 4 things PHSE, school values, zones of regulation , rights respecting and my happy mind.
It looks muddled – How do you make sure its not muddled?
Explains all and that they work collaboratively so no muddles.
Q – How do you ensure all children are celebrated in assembly – does every child receive the bee?
All children receive the bee and we have added celebrations in class with children doing other activities out school.

Year1 – report good to know 
Year 2 – what are the expectations for children in those 3 areas?
Signposted the National Curriculum website.  At parents evening we will discuss how things are going.  21st October first one.  Then again, in Spring.  Finally, a written report at the end of the year.  We also have data drop each term with Mrs Denning with book bands and expectations for the end of the year.  
Q – what are WOW stars?
Wow stars will be going home tomorrow.  They give the opportunity to celebrate things at home.
Q – With regards to changing reading books – do we remind them?
We do remind them but there is an expectation for them to be independent.

Q – Do we follow maths passport in Year 2?  Do children get as much support in Maths as others?
currently under review and we are just working out what to do.  
biggest thing to do at home are number facts to 20.  Adding and subtracting 1 digit numbers.
we will continue to put things on tapestry and homework stickers.
Q – With tapestry – can we log in with more than one device?
not sure, we are due to put a tapestry out soon so give it a try.
