30 girls across the school have taken part in the after school clubs. 5 have been selected for the upcoming football festival and 4 more will be selected for the football competition later this year.
34 children have been selected to come to these events thus far. Equal boys and girls have attended as well as children that receive Pupil Premium funding and are on the SEND register. Through the extra competition support offered to extend those children going to the competitions, we won both the competitions entered so far.




The children have enjoyed the new curriculum and have a good understanding of the taught skills and knowledge. The staff have a good understanding of the PE curriculum and the key aims and objectives of the PE curriculum at OBIS. The PE leader has had time to continue to implement this through out of class time and time doing the PESS course too.


The outdoor learning training for staff was successful. Staff came away with more ideas of how to make our curriculum even more active.

The equipment purchased is being used effectively and has led to an increase in children being active for more sustained periods within the curriculum and at break times and lunchtimes.
